The following will be helpful in your understanding of the Unit, as well as, imperative to your success on the Unit 2 Test.  Expect to answer 40 M.C. Questions and 10 Chronological Order Questions.  

· Know where (location/region) ½ of the slaves imported to the New World (1701-1801) were delivered.  

· Know what the most profitable activity of the early Carolina economy was (before the 1730s).

· Know why 18thC. Slave masters were reluctant to allow their slaves to become Christians. 

· Understand why English helped to form the first foundation of a common African American culture. 

· Understand the purpose/role of the Navigation Acts was/were passed between 1660 and 1696.

· Be familiar with the regions of Africa where most enslaved people came from.

· Know who wrote the “Considerations on the Keeping of the Negros” (1754). 

· Know which regions of the Americas produced the following crops:  tobacco, cotton, sugar, rice, and indigo.

· Be familiar with the characteristics of West African societies.

· Be familiar with the characteristics of Slave Societies in the colonies. 

· Know what “dancing the slaves” refers to.

· Be knowledgeable about the sale of slaves at the end of the Middle Passage.

· Understand why slaves were not as numerous as indentured servants in the seventeenth century Chesapeake region.

· Identify the first colony to criticize slavery.

· Understand Mercantilism.
· Know the correct chronological order of the Anglo-French wars for empire.
· Be knowledgeable about the Deerfield Raid.

· Identify significant characteristics of Spanish colonial communities.

· Describe the difference between middle colonies and those of New England in the eighteenth century.

· Know which state English authorities made the Church of England the official state religion. 

· Describe the type of farming 18thC. Farmers were interested in.  

· Be familiar with English immigration policy.

· Understand the main concepts/beliefs/teachings of the Enlightenment. 

· Know what Ben Franklin tried to promote in Poor Richard’s Almanac.

· Be familiar with the half-way covenant and what the Puritans hope to establish by implementing it. 

· Know which group of people the Great Awakening had its deepest effects on.

· Know which Massachusetts minister sparked religious revivalism in Puritan colonies (1730).

· Understand why to educated British colonists, democracy implied rule by the mob.

· Know why the Spanish were in a strong position because of the acquisition of New Spain in the 18thC. 

· Know what the 1st European city established in the present-day United States was/is.

· Know which European colony was the most prosperous in the mid-eighteenth century.

· Be familiar with the Treaty of Paris.

· Be familiar with the Royal Proclamation of 1763.

· Know what the primary weapon of protest was that colonial opponents used to force repeal of various revenue acts. 

· Know what law provoked the Boston Tea party and why it did so.  
· Know what the Declaration and Resolves passed at the Continental Congress in 1774 committed the colonies to.

· Be familiar with Thomas Paine’s Common Sense.

· Understand the results of fighting at Breed’s Hill and Bunker Hill.

· Know the location of each of these battles:  Breed’s Hill, Lexington, Moore’s Creek Bridge, Concord, and Bunker Hill. 

· Be familiar with the chronology of major events described in Chapter’s 4-6 (hint:  study the chronological G.O.’s at end of each chapter.
